CITY GOVERNMENT NEWS
Streets Adela St. will be paved and rehabbed with work beginning in March 2020. Plans are also in place to pave Ash St. in 2020.

Code Enforcement The Department had 37 active cases through August, 138 new cases opened (102 of these abated), leaving
73 active open cases. The Code Enforcement Department encourages everyone in the city to contact the office if he or she
thinks there is a code issue, and the request/complaint will be investigated.

Police Calls in the city are lower than last year this time.

Fire/EMS As of August, EMS had responded to 430 calls with response time between 3-4 minutes. Fire had 262 calls for the
year with an average dispatch to on-scene time of 4 minutes 49 seconds.
